ADDENDUM TO THE 

THE BELLAMY RIVER VILLAGE CONDOMINUM ASSOCIATION

RULES AND REGULATIONS

The following clarification to the Rules and Regulations were adopted by the Board of Directors on 5/13/2004 to ensure and protect the integrity, appearance, and best interests of Bellamy River Village (BRV) and its residents, and further amended by the Board of Directors on 6/2/06.  The following Rules and Regulations must be observed by all residents.

GENERAL MODIFICATIONS AND STANDARDS

Unit owners wishing to make modifications to the exterior of a unit, to limited common areas, or to other exterior areas must first receive approval from the Board of Directors.  All modifications must meet the guidelines established in the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions, the By-Laws, and Rules and Regulations of the Association, which all homeowners are legally bound to observe.  A request to modify is included in this package for your use when you wish to request Board approval for this type of work.  The homeowner must also sign a formal waiver accepting all and full responsibility for the maintenance of any change.  Further, the homeowner must accept full responsibility in the case of any modification that may affect any other homeowner, or damage to any common or limited common areas, at the time of the modification or in the future.  It is the duty of the homeowner to make any purchaser aware of any modification for which they will bear ongoing continuing responsibility.

FLOWER PLANTING GUIDELINES & RULES
Annual and perennial flowers may be planted in certain planting beds without permission from the Board when the following guidelines are observed:

· plant only in planting beds directly adjacent to the homeowner’s unit;
· no vine type plants that attach to buildings maybe installed;
· plant height should not exceed 24" in height at full maturity and not grow above any window sill (this does not include those windows that are at ground level);
· proper maintenance and upkeep, such as watering, is the responsibility of the owner for the growing season;
· annual plantings should be removed by the first killing frost or November 1st of each year (whichever occurs first)

Plantings not in conformance with the Association’s guidelines or properly maintained will be removed by the Association’s contractor.  If this becomes necessary the homeowner will incur the following:

· a bill for the services of the contractor;
· permission revoked to install plantings in the next growing season.
Annual and perennial flowers may not be planted in other existing common areas unless approved by the Board of Directors.  A request to modify is included in this package.

The permanent planting of trees or shrubs may not be planted in common areas or beds directly adjacent to the homeowner’s unit unless approved by the Board of Directors.  A request to modify is included in this package.

EXTERIOR OF THE UNIT
The exterior of your unit is defined as common area which is subject to the covenants, rules and regulations established by the Board of Directors.  They have been carefully developed and are designed to preserve and protect the integrity and aesthetic appeal of the BRV Community.
RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR DECORATIVE MODIFICATIONS TO THE EXTERIOR OF ANY UNIT.
General: Homeowners may not permanently attach, screw, or nail anything to the exterior vinyl siding or wood of their unit, including, but not limited to:

· Name plaques…are not permitted to be installed.
· Window boxes…are not permitted to be installed.
· Wreaths…appropriate and tasteful wreaths may be placed on any exterior door.  They must be hung from a wreath hanger or suction cup.  Wreaths may be no larger than 2' x 2', and should be in good condition.

· Benches and outdoor furniture…are not permitted to be placed outside the front entrance.
· Small statuary…are permitted provided that the items are not larger than 1'x l' x l', are made of stone or a composite material, and are colored in earth tones.  These items may be put on the deck, front portico, or in the planting beds.  A maximum of two statues per unit are permitted in total.
· No sculptures may be positioned without approval of the Board.
· Birdbaths are permitted as designated below.  Birdbaths may be made of stone or stone composite, in earth tone colors only.  They may only be placed on the brick or planting area in the rear of a unit, and may be no larger than two feet in width.
· Brick patios may be extended no farther than the privacy fence and building envelope with Board approval.  New brick must be in conformity with BRV colors and standards and professionally installed.  Original brick is called Hollandstone and is available at W.S. Goodrich Inc., Route 125, Epping NH, phone 603 679-5338.

· Any gravel used in the area referenced in the previous bullet must be a natural stone or “river rock”, either 1” or 1½” in size.
· Garage doors must be closed when not in use.
· Children's toys must be stored out of sight when not in use.
· Bird feeders are permitted.  Two maximum per unit may be placed only in the rear of the unit.

· Garden hoses must be neatly rolled up when not in use.  No hose holders are permitted to be attached to the buildings.  Garden hoses must be put away for the season no later than December 1st.

· Absolutely no obstruction of any of the common areas is allowed.  No permanent awnings, grills, balcony enclosures, fences, canopies, clotheslines, or any other item may be placed anywhere on the common areas.  This includes the lawns and grounds adjacent to and surrounding all units, the tennis courts, dock, common parking areas, etc.  Other than what is approved in these rules, nothing can be displayed on the outside of the unit, including decks, porticos, driveways, parking areas, etc. without prior written permission of the Board of Directors.
· Wetland, wooded, and other natural areas…No homeowner may disturb the natural foliage or vegetation or that which is planted or maintained by the Association, within the common area.  Alteration, removal of, or additional planting in the wetland or wooded areas which surround the complex is strictly prohibited.  Moreover, this would be a violation of the state and federal wetland laws.  Any homeowner disturbing these areas is subject to heavy fines and penalties imposed by the state of New Hampshire Department of Environmental Protection.
